Federal Customers

In Q3, we welcomed the Bureau of Engraving and Printing to Electrosoft’s community when BEP 
selected us for cybersecurity support services.

In Q3, the BEP 
Office of Critical Infrastructure and Information 
Technology Security (OCIITS) awarded Electrosoft a 
cybersecurity support contract valued up to $37.8M. 
Under the five-year prime contract, Electrosoft will 
provide security program management support and 
analytical and technical cybersecurity support to 
protect BEP assets.

“hundreds of systems and thousands of users, each 
with multiple system roles, resulting in millions of 
user role associations,” said Dr. Sarbari Gupta, Electrosoft CEO. “We are honored to bring our 
extensive knowledge of the DLA IT environment and deep experience in ICAM and SOD to help 
mitigate and limit risk from fraud or rogue users.”

Persistent, sophisticated cybersecurity threats 
demand more stringent and reliable forms of access 
control. Available solutions include Role-Based 
Access Control (RBAC), which associates access 
permissions with a user’s role, and Attribute-Based 
Access Control (ABAC). 

The ABAC model relies on real-time decision making 
to control access. Coupled with its capacity to verify 
entity identity, ABAC is seen as foundational to both 
identity management and Zero Trust.
